Palos Verdes Estates
Upper level Doors 
· There are seven 7 wood interior doors on the upper level, each specially designed and fabricated using three hardwoods, American Cherry, Australian Lacewood and Asian Mahogany.  They are solid, 1-1/2” thick, painstakingly finished with 10 coats of dark garnet shellac to produce a French polished furniture finish.  Australian lacewood is quite rare and no longer available in the US.  Asian Mahogany is in limited supply and expensive
· The Anderson French patio doors to the upper balcony are 5ft wide, low E energy efficient, double paned glass that protects floors and furniture from the effects of solar radiation.
· Master Bedroom is a 6’wide Anderson low e energy efficient, double paned glass French doors, leading to the front patio
· Media room is a single light Anderson low e energy efficient, double paned glass door leading to the house’s west side.
· The upper level exterior door is made from 2” thick mahogany and has two beveled glass inserts
· Master Bedroom has 17ft of closet space fronted by 4 pairs of 7ft high double doors, fabricated from American Cherry, Australian Lacewood and Asian Mahogany, finished with 10 coats of shellac to provide a French polished furniture finish
· All doors are cased with 4” shellacked cherry molding   
Lower level Doors
· There are 12 interior doors on the lower level, six of which are fabricated from hard Canadian Maple, Australian Lacewood and SE Asian Mahogany.  They are solid, 1-5/8” thick French door pairs, finished in the same manner as described above for the upper level doors. The remaining six doors on this level are painted solid hardwood.
· The two lower bedroom Anderson French patio doors are 5 ft wide each with a sidelight for a total width of 8’-6”.  The lower sitting room Anderson French patio doors are 6’ wide with two sidelights for a total width of 12’-6”.  All doors and sidelights are low E energy efficient, double paned glass as describe above for the upper level Anderson doors.
· All doors are cased with 4” hardwood molding 
Upper Level Window
· Eleven large picture windows face the ocean, 5 of which are Anderson low e energy efficient, double paned glass.
· Seven pairs of, double light casement windows, 1 triple light casement window and 2 single light casement windows on the upper floor, are Anderson low e energy efficient, double paned glass.
· All windows are cased with 2-3/4” shellacked hardwood molding
Lower Level Windows
· One large Anderson fixed paned, low E energy efficient, double paned glass window in each lower level bedroom.
· One Anderson double light casement, low E energy efficient, double paned glass window in each lower level bathroom.
· All windows are cased with hardwood molding.
Cove Molding
· French polished 5” hardwood cove molding is used throughout the house
Kitchen Cabinets
· Crafted from Alder hardwood, finished with 10 coats of shellac to provide a French polished furniture finish.
Flooring
· Upper level great room, master bedroom and media room, are ¾” thick hard N American maple, finished with several coats of clear polyurethane.
· Hallway, entryway, kitchen, and master bathroom floors are tiled with limestone.
· Guest bathroom floor is tiled with polished Carrera marble
· Lower bathroom floors are tiled with marble
Wall Finishes
· The great room, entryway, and stairwell walls are overlaid with Venetian plaster, which is a mixture of special paint and crushed marble.  Plaster is troweled and polished by hand using wet and dry sandpaper, a painstaking process that produces muted shine marbled effect.  Venetian plaster was used in Roman villas over two-thousand years ago.
· The bedrooms and downstairs sitting rooms are finished with paint infused with linseed oil, which was partially daubed off using cheesecloth immediately after application to provide depth to the finish
Cabinetry
· Great room cabinetry is crafted from ¾” solid maple, with mahogany inserts, finished with 6 coats of clear shellac and French polished to create a furniture like finish.  The lower cabinet door inlays are French polished mahogany.
· The media room cabinetry is crafted from solid American cherry, ranging in thickness from ¾” to 1-1/2”, finished with 10 coats of imported dark red shellac, and French polished to create a furniture like finish.
· Downstairs living room cabinetry is crafted from ¾” solid maple, with mahogany inserts, built around the west-side lower bedroom door and finished with 6 coats of clear shellac, French polished to create a furniture like finish.
