Amenities/Features at 2391 Leona, Cambria, California 93428

1. Completely renovated exterior and interior.  The exterior 18 months ago and interior 11/2011—2/2012.  This is a two story, 1 bedroom, 1 1/2 bath home.

Exterior

1. New WUIBS* compliant siding, roofing, windows, decks and railings, water filtration system, water heater, washer/dryer, exterior lights, storage shed, landscaping, extensive underground drainage system for rainwater, water bibs, walkways, Utility Closet with doors, roof gutters, bathroom skylight, upgraded carport with new posts, picnic area/bench, and mulch.

2. The new water heater is a Power Vent very efficient system.  The motor on top keeps circulating the hot water, however, in a power outage, there will be no hot water after the tank is emptied until the power is restored.

3. A new soft water system was installed under the house and is easily accessible for replenishing the potassium chloride pellets.
Interior

1. New drywall and hand trowel finish/coating. 

2. New Sherman Williams paint throughout.  

3. Recessed LED lighting in all living areas except the bathrooms which have fluorescents.  LED stairwell lights are also provided.

4. New light switches and plugs.  All recessed lights are on dimmers with the exception of the kitchen, small closet, bathrooms, and under-cabinet LED’s.  The bathrooms have Occupancy Switches which automatically turn the lights off approximately 10 min. after no motion is sensed in the room.

5. New Living Stone acrylic counter tops in the kitchen and bathrooms and banister railings.

6. New Marrazi wood like floor tile throughout the house.

7. New interior doors, including a bi-fold system on the Master Bedroom main closet.

8. Built-in closet organizers for both bedroom closets.

9. New granite tile shower in the Master Bath with special Enduro Glass sliding doors.  The protective glass coating minimizes water staining.  

10. New Toto 1.28 gal./flush toilets in both bathrooms.

11.  New stainless Houzer kitchen sink and Insinkerator disposal.

12. New refrigerator and microwave and new stove.

13.  New faucets and shower fixtures.

14.  New Red Oak cabinets/vanities with kitchen under-cabinet LED lighting with built in eating bar and bar stools.  

15.  Most kitchen drawers and cabinets are lined.

16.  New window blinds, including built in blinds in the front and rear doors.

17.  New Minka Space Saver fan upstairs with multiple settings and dimmable down-light.  

18. Whole house Soft-Water system.

19.  A new Valor Radiant Gas fireplace heating system with remote controls.

*Wildland-Urban Interface Building Standards (WUIBS) materials were required to meet the Cal Fire state requirements.  This means that Class A or equivalent materials were used throughout the exterior remodel including fire resistant cement board siding, windows, doors, decking, roofing etc.  These special materials are more costly than standard building materials and must be used by code in High Rated Fire Zones (like Cambria) and approved in the building process by the local Fire Department and Building Department.  
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
