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800 VIA SOMONTE

800 Via Somonte was designed in 1998 by architect George Sweeney in the late Italian Renaissance Palladian style, named after 16th century architect Andrea Palladio.

The general massing of the building is Palladian and the central roof pediment above the entry is one of the hallmarks of Palladian architecture.

The great arched window with flanking columns and doors at the north end of the Family Room and the top floor Loggia off of the Master Bedroom, using Corinthian support columns and stone balustrades, are typical for this style.       

Also of interest is the walled pool courtyard at the back of the house, which is similar to the central cortile of Tuscan villas in Florence. 

The manner in which the structure is cut into the hillside, with extensive viewing terraces, is reminiscent of many of the picturesque villas along the shore of Lake Como in Northern Italy. 800 Via Somonte would fit right in if it could be transported there.
