With painstaking attention to detail, award winning design/build expert Greg Abramowitz, owner of Unique Environments has completed the interior and exterior renovations of this Rancho Palos Verdes home. Originally built in 1963, this home is now beautifully appointed with craftsman style details. The redesigned craftsman style facade and entry way make this house stand out. This home has copper plumbing and has had only one owner, it has never been on the market before now.

1. New solid hardwood oak wide plank floors with distressed driftwood finish throughout main living areas
1. New carpeting in all bedrooms
1. Newly exposed beams distressed and finished with driftwood finish dressed with craftsman brackets
1. New color pallet and paint throughout interior and exterior
1. New electrical switches and receptacles throughout the entire house
1. New electrical lighting fixtures throughout entire house
1. Tasteful new craftsman handles with new oil rubbed bronze hinges on all the doors
1. New tankless water heater

Entry
[bookmark: _GoBack]Two new Eldorado Stone pilasters topped with craftsman lights dramatically delineate the new entry path.  The lights have been equipped with automatic dusk to dawn sensors. Burgundy Mexican beach pebbles and new landscaping plants flank the updated path that continues under the now exposed and distressed wood beam.Both the porch and entry showcase travertine stone in a Versailles pattern.  Eldorado Stone risers capped with travertine stone treads lead to the stylish new craftsman front door and frosted glass sidelights. The designer’s attention to detail is evident in the inclusion of craftsman style door hardware, doorbell, and even a craftsman style doormat that comes with the house! The doors and windows are now framed with craftsman architectural woodwork. New address numbers and a spotlight complete the detail. The garage door has also been dressed with craftsman architectural details. The garage door is flanked on either side by an Eldorado Stone base. New craftsman corbels with iron rivet accents add one more level of detail to the stunning design.  Architectural craftsman straps and rivets complete the design of the newly installed columns located on either side of the entry.

Facade
The new architectural pediment in the gables has burgundy that carries through to the new craftsman style gates on either side of the house. Black Mexican beach pebbles flank the steppingstone walkway leading to one of the gates, while a climbing tea rose clings to a craftsman style trellis. A rosemary hedge accents the front wall, and new tropical elephant ear plants now grow below three staghorn ferns on the garage wall. The staghorns’ have been equipped with automatic drip irrigation so the homeowner will never need to worry about watering them.

Kitchen
Kitchen cabinets have been refinished with an old world finish, then topped with three clear coats of satin polyurethane for an extra durable finish. All the kitchen drawers have been replaced with new drawer boxes and new drawer glides. 

1. New craftsman handles and pulls throughout
1. New Delta sink fixture, soap dispenser, air-gap and sink rings in oil rubbed bronze finish
1. New angle stops
1. New garbage disposal
1. New Bosch stainless steel cooktop
1. Kitchen stove top wired for 220 for gas
1. New stainless steel hood
1. New wood bar counter finished to match newly exposed drift wood beams
1. New craftsman architectural details below bar and on the cabinets
1. Three new craftsman style pendant lights hang above the bar

Family Room/Nook
1. New sliding glass door in the family room/nookleads out to the new wood deck
1. New ceiling fan/light
1. New ceiling can light for an optional smaller bistro table location

Laundry room
New larger laundry room with new cabinets and counters providing lots of great storage. 

1. Drawers have 100% full extension glides
1. Countertop lifts up for additional bulk storage next to washer and dryer
1. New lighting and under cabinet lighting
1. New window and single light French doors reach out to the wood deck
1. New easy to clean vinyl flooring

Dining Room
The new sliding glass door offers great circulation in and around the house and leads out to the new large wood deck. Above the dining table you’ll find a craftsman style chandelier with the ceiling rose finished using the same driftwood finish as the newly exposed beams.

Living Room
The Living Room has been transformed with a stunning new Eldorado Stone fireplace, flush travertine hearth, and new craftsman mantle.

1. New 100% custom cabinet with frosted glass doors and driftwood finish
1. Pre-wired for a wall hung television to the left of the fireplace

Master Bedroom
The new frosted glass door leads to the master bedroom and allows afternoon light to stream in from west. 

1. New walk-in closet allows for ample storage
1. Master bedroom features new crown molding, a new craftsman style ceiling medallion and lighting fixture
1. Master bedroom has been pre-wired for a wall hung television

Master Bathroom
The master bath has been enlarged by two feet and a frosted glass pocket door added to allow for the future installation of a second vanity if the new owner so chooses.

1. Additional tile is under the sink should the new owner decided to remodel the bathroom
1. New glass shelves for towel storage and display
1. New soft gray contemporary floor tile
1. New double hung window
1. New toilet seat
1. New angle stops and supply lines

Bedrooms
The three additional bedrooms have new paint, carpet, craftsman hardware, and craftsman lighting. A walk-in closet has been added to the ocean view bedroom.

Hallway
The hallway was enlarged to create a foyer area for the bedrooms and bathroom.  It now has new cabinets and a counter with under cabinet lighting. The hallway built-in cabinet has new craftsman doors.

Primary bathroom
The primary bathroom now features new craftsman cabinet doors and a new drawer box, a new granite counter, new oil rub bronze plumbing fixtures, lighting fixtures, new shower and bathtub valve plumbing fixtures, new angle stops and supply lines, new toilet seat, shower curtain rod, and new double hung window.

Garage
The garage has been twice pressure washed.  It has a new garage door opener, interior lighting, and has been painted throughout.

Landscape
The backyard has an extra large new deck that’s great for entertaining. 

1. Natural gas line stop out for barbeque adjacent to the kitchen sliding doors
1. New craftsman style exterior lights illuminate the deck
1. Newly added black Mexican beach pebble planter with burgundy slacks edge the deck 
1. Top of rear slope planted with English Ivy
1. Bottom of slope below the drainage easement seeded with California coastal wildflowers which will appear next spring
